Coming to Your Front Door
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Keeping Life In Ontario Affordable

Our government is taking steps to protect Ontario workers and families from any future attempts to 
impose a provincial carbon tax on them.

This measure is designed to protect people and businesses from the high cost of a provincial carbon 
tax by requiring the government to first obtain the consent of Ontario voters through a referendum 
before implementing a new provincial carbon pricing program.

We continue to urge the federal government to apply the same carve out on home heating that was 
provided to Atlantic Canadian provinces or to eliminate the federal carbon tax entirely.

Our government is on a mission to keep costs down for families and motorists. First, we scrapped 
the tolls on Highways 412 and 418, and now we’re protecting drivers from the costs of new tolls on 
provincial highways. 

Together with our cut in the gas tax and eliminating the licence plate sticker fee, we’re saving 
drivers hundreds of dollars every year. We’re also legislating the current freeze on driver’s licence 
and Ontario Photo Card fees, which has saved Ontarians $22 million since 2019. Finally, we are 
automating the licence plate renewal process starting this summer, saving vehicle owners more than 
900,000 hours each year.

Our government is keeping electricity costs down for families, small businesses and farms through our 
investments in the Ontario Electricity Rebate and the Ontario Electricity Support Program. We have 
increased the on-bill Ontario Electricity Rebate (OER) from 11.7 per cent to 19.3 per cent, reducing a 
typical households electricity bill by $26 a month – or $312 a year. This increase protects electricity 
customers from the normal year-to-year variability in electricity costs – ensuring your bills remain 
affordable and predictable.

Ontario Launches “One Fare” to Save Transit Riders $1,600

Our government is putting money back in the pockets of transit riders, where it belongs. Whether 
you’re commuting to work, attending a sporting event or visiting friends and family, we are making 
transferring from one municipality’s transit system to another more simple, convenient and affordable.

A student should not have to skip class because they can’t afford a bus pass. People shouldn’t have to 
miss out on big moments or on that next job because of the price of transit. That is why on February 26, 
our government launched “One Fare”, allowing riders to pay only once as they transfer for free between 
GO Transit and other transit agencies in the Greater Toronto Area including Brampton Transit.

For an adult who commutes five days a week, this could save them an average $1,600 a year. That is real 
savings for real families.
